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The purpose of this document is to update information about our capabilities to develop and maintain large-scale systems like CSW at the enterprise production level.  Recent collaborations with the Georgia Tech Research Institute (GTRI) have extended our capabilities such that we are willing and able to execute full systems like CSW.  

GTRI is experienced in developing and supporting large-scale enterprise and mission-critical software systems.  The WebWISE
 proposal and contract administration system and the FalconView
 air route planner are two notable examples, with the former handling 1,000 Georgia Tech users campus-wide, and the latter supporting 16,000 U. S. Department of Defense users.

With GTRI’s general software development capabilities and our engineering analysis template techniques, we would be pleased to discuss implementing CSW and related programs as a total system or as portions within a team effort.
